Why do dropout students get into such a situation and what are the consequences?
Unfortunately, there are many students, who can’t continue school for some reasons.
But what are these reasons? 
1. As a first instance the family. Maybe this is the most frequent problem, which usually happens. 
· When the student’s home isn’t in the same city where the school is, they need to travel or go to dormitory, but both are very expensive and parents can’t pay for them.
· Many students live in broken families, where it might be harder to find motivation for education.
·  If the parents have low educational attainment, it greatly increases the risk for their children to become dropouts.
2. Many children suffer from different learning disabilities, which the parents often can’t notice, therefore the children experience failures and they get bad grades and later they leave school  because they feel useless. If the parents notice that in time, their children can go to special schools, where they can learn in a particular way.
3. The third important problem is their own faults or laziness. Many teenagers are feeling bored at school and they think school is unnecessary. 
· If children have deviant behaviour and they are unmanageable, they commit trespasses, and this is the reason why they’re dismissed.
So, these are the problems that we have to talk about because the consequences are serious:
· Students without qualifications will have poor career choices and they won’t get a job easily. They can expect lower wages than educated people and it will be hard for them to make a living.
· If lot of students won’t have qualification, it leads to serious economic and social problems.

Híd programok (Bridge programs):

Híd 1:

 The public educational programs provide help for student who could not attend high school after finishing primary education.
Híd2:

10 month training: 
Those students can apply for the 10 month training who reached the age of 15, but haven’t finished their primary school education yet. (7 finished classes) The program offers them help to complete the lack of basic knowledge in 10 months. This training also prepares them for further studies in vocational and technical education after having  successfully finished the 10 month.
20 month training:
Those students can apply for the 20 month training who reached the age of 15, and finished 6 elementary classes. The program offers them help to complete the lack of basic knowledge and they also get technical and vocational training. After finishing it, they get a part-qualification certificate. They can manage their further studies in secondary education.

Dobbantó program (Springboard program):
The Dobbantó (Springboard) Program began in January 2008, and was developed between 2008 and 2011, which helps handicapped or disadvantaged students. This program is for students from 15 to 25. It provides an extra 9th grade, where students with mental problems or learning disabilities can learn the basic skills, or things which they need in the world of work. In this grade they are in a different environment with different teachers, which is exactly suited for their needs. This showed us success in 3 years, and it helped a lot of people. 
Here, the objective is to help to change the traditional methods of teaching to approaches and practices that focus on the individual progress of students. This programme earned respect, and recognition in Europe.
The Dobbantó program is running in 12 Hungarian schools at the moment.

Arany János program:
Education experts developed this program to prepare students to attend higher education. With this program they want to help students who live in undeveloped regions. This program is 5 years long.
In the first year, students learn English and IT in small groups. During the program, they focus on the education of Hungarian grammar and literature in small groups. Students enrich their knowledge both in art and science subjects. In the talent support classes, students can go to workshops in different topics (including soft skills like self-knowledge, personality development, and communication occupations). The program also finances a language exam, drivers licence and ECDL (IT) certification. In Debrecen, 2 institutions have taken part in this program since 2000.

Belvárosi Tanoda Foundation High- and Vocational School:
The Belvárosi Tanoda Foundation High School and Vocational School was founded in 1990, currently it helps 150 students. The purpose of the foundation is to provide help for dropped-out students with deviant behaviour between the ages of 16-25. The teachers of the school provide personal oriented care, education, prepare students to school leaving exam and help them with vocational education. 
This school’s students need more guidance and patience so an individual education program was founded for them.

This program is free.

OKJ Trainings:

OKJ trainings offer a chance to dropout students and students who couldn’t attend university to get a profession. Students who attend it don’t need to have a school leaving exam, so some of them can attend 59 kind of trainings (for example: IT, animation maker, software developer, child care worker, tourism…)  and they have the chance to gain work experience in the profession they will choose. OKJ trainings are available in Hungary but mainly in bigger cities.

The Education Centre of Debrecen provides this opportunity for people with o-levels. It is totally financed, controlled and led by the government, so it guarantees high quality and reliable system

The Danish Production school

It is a school model from Denmark, where dropout students on the corner of the adult age can learn and acquire the skills what a real job needs. There are more than a 100 facilities in Denmark, but this model exist in Germany, Portugal and another 12 European countries. The first ones in Hungary started in 2004 in Zalaegerszeg, and Pécs.

The models main line is "learning in work". The school has to pay attention to the teenager's needs like sports, free time activities, or student exchange programs. They also learn the formal side of the world of work. In the everyday work they make products or do social duties. They learn how to work for themselves, with each other, for each other, all of these in an interesting and challenging work with real customers.

These schools are sponsored by some kind of organization, not the government. So they do not need to follow the orders of government, and they can co-operate with NGOs, companies, factories and facilities or local entrepreneurs, so the students can work for them.

These models need to be followed easily by any students, even for students with disadvantaged family or environment.. They need more personal relationship with the teachers.

1.Educational Centre of Debrecen

Out of the Hungarian 44 training centres it is one of the biggest ones, it involves 12 schools, 8500 students and 750 teachers. In these schools the drop-out rate is below 5 percent. And it also takes part in the HÍD-2 Program.
They organise exhibitions and programmes too that help students. For example they organised a career exhibition to give proper information about further education for young people, their parents and elementary school teachers.
